5. File a final account within 30 days after the guardianship is terminated.
6. Inventory any safe deposit box of the ward.
7. Expend funds only upon written approval of the Court.

If the minor has not resided in Ohio for six months,
a release must be received from the court that decides guardianship in the state or
country wherein the minor has resided for the last six consecutive months. The
release must be a certified copy and must give permission to this Court to hear the
guardianship application. If you file a guardianship application but fail to obtain a
release from the other state or country by the time of the hearing, your
guardianship application will be dismissed and you will lose your filing fee, as the
Court is unable by law to refund filing fees.
